The above-mentioned restricted flying zones designated to facilitate the implementation of
Low-altitude Economy Refulatory Sandbox pilot projects are shown as indexed, inter alia, on the
Drone Map deposited in the library at the Civil Aviation Department Headquarters, 1 Tung Fai
Road, Hong Kong International Airport, Lantau, Hong Kong. Members of public may also refer
to the Drone Map on eSUA (https:/fesua.cad.gov.hkfwebf) for all rtestricted flying zones
designated by virtue of section 19.
